Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by Sylvie Hoggarth at 7:05 PM at Canlan Ice Sports.
B. 
Welcome & Introduction
Sylvie Hoggarth thanked everyone for coming, introductions from all attending were made and game sheets were handed out for the 2011-12 season.
C. 
League Information
Sylvie advised that, despite numerous attempts, we still do not have a signed contract with Canlan for the upcoming season. The current one that we received is missing important items such as playoff prizing, vouchers, and cost. However, Sylvie was able to confirm that the practice ice on Saturday nights has been eliminated.

Payment Dates – October 1st - $2500.  The balance due November 1st.  This amount will be confirmed once the contract has been made available with the confirmed costs.  Teams are encouraged to provide post-dated cheques as soon as possible. 
Ice Times – This year the league starts on September 30th 2011. Friday night game times will start at 6:15 PM and Sunday games will start at 9:15 AM and 9:30 AM. 
There are no entire weekends that will be blacked out by Canlan Ice Sports, but there will be no games on Sunday Oct 9th, Dec 25th and Jan 1st. Teams will be allowed to request two weekends off for tournaments providing these dates are given to the Scheduler by Sept 1st.

Playoffs - Sylvie advised that Canlan Ice Sports has also withdrawn our Playoff weekend although we do have enough ice for a 24 game season as well as playoffs. The regular season will end on March 23rd and the Playoffs will take place on March 25th, March 30th and April 1st.
This year there are 3 new teams: Barrie A; Fergus BB; and Oakville B. Sylvie confirmed that this year’s playoff format would be that if there are four or more teams in a division, then only the top four teams will make the playoffs. If there are eight or more teams in a division, then the top eight teams would make the playoffs. So far the divisions are broken down as follows: AA – 4 teams; A – 8 teams; BB – 6 teams; B – 8 teams; C – 6 teams.  Originally read as BB – 8; B – 6 teams;
Officiating fees - are to be paid to the timekeeper by each team at the beginning of the game. Each team will pay a total amount of $31 per game. (That is $25 each towards the referee’s fee and $6 towards the timekeeper’s fee.)

OWHA registration - is being done online again this year and teams were reminded that their Intent To Register must be submitted by August 31st. A copy of OWHA approved team registration form with roster will be required before each team’s first game.

Discussion
· All senior teams are required to have a Trainer but a Coach is “highly recommended”.

· Speak Out is not required for senior teams

· You may play the game with six skaters and no goalie but co-incidental minor penalties would cause a default.

· Game sheet labels are required as per last year’s rule; game sheets must be provided by the Home team and must be given to the visiting team at least 15 minutes before game time.
